Instructions:
· Choose a book that it is appropriate for your child’s age and interest level.  Read the book with your child.
· Help your child complete the attached sheets using the book as your reference.  Please make sure that correct capitalization/ punctuation is used.
· Ensure that your child colors each part of the suitcase and the items that will be enclosed in the suitcase.  
· Have your child cut out the front and back of the suitcase and each item for the suitcase.   Have them staple the front of the suitcase to the back along the side and bottom edges and then enclose the completed items in the suitcase.
· Your child will be presenting his/her “Traveling Book Report” to the class by presenting the suitcase and each item in the suitcase.
