Wow!  Our first round of poems went great!  Thank you for all your hard work at home helping your children be successful.
  New poems will come home in a few weeks.
        Our spelling words will quickly become more challenging.  Have your child practice reading and writing their words until they are automatic.  Sounding the words out is a good skill for unfamiliar words but we want students to be able to recognize their spelling words without saying the individual sounds when they “read for reading”.  If your child is struggling with reading, use their full 15 minutes of reading to work on spelling words and their decodable.  Faster readers should only spend a few minutes on these and then move on to more difficult material.
Speaking of reading, many of our students have similar interests so when we go to the library the books they want are already checked out.  Ask your child what they want to read about and check out the public library or the Scholastic book fair coming next week.  The most common requests are Legos, Star Wars, Princesses and Super Heroes.
This Friday is the last day of the grading period.  Attendance is very important this week.  Tests that are not made up by the end of the grading period can really hurt your child’s grades.  Please contact your child’s teacher to see when they can make up their tests if they are absent.  Friday is also a half day!!!  Send a snack since student will not have lunch that day.
